FROM THE DESK OF FR. GARY

I 'am a regular reader of Fr. Ron Rolheiser’s columns.
Fr. Rolheiser is a priest in the community of the
Missionary Oblates of Mary Immaculate, and a
popular Catholic writer and speaker. I've enjoyed

Fr. Rolheiser’s writing for a long time. What initially
attracted me to his writing and continues to nourish
my faith is how practical and down-to-earth he is,
combined with his knowledge and grasp of the
history of Christian spirituality. It is a wonderful
combination.

That was illustrated very well in a recent article of his
I read (originally published in June of 2006), entitled
“The Sacredness of Work.” As usual, he provoked
some reflection in me by his very insightful, yet
simple ideas.

Fr. Rolheiser writes, “We know God not just in our
conscious awareness and in prayer, but also in a deep
inchoate way, by participating with Him in building
this world - by growing things, building things,
carving things, creating things, cleaning things,
painting things, writing things, raising children,
nursing bodies, teaching others, consoling others,
h}clﬁnoré’ng others, struggling with others, and loving
others.

I find this perspective so refreshing and reflective of
the transformative power of the Second Vatican
Council (1962-1965). Prior to the Council, the
Church’s official doctrine and rhetoric often set the
Church (and by extension, God) apart from, and in
opposition to, the world. The impression was often
given that one needed to escape the world to find
God. But the bishops gathered in Council
promulgated a different vision. It was a vision of
openness to God’s Spirit working in all creation and
among all people.

In one of the most important documents from the
Council, we read, “The people of God believes that it
is led by the Spirit of the Lord who fills the whole
world. Impelled by that faith, they try to discern the
true signs of God’s presence and purpose in the
events, the needs and desires which it shares with the
rest of humanity” (Pastoral Constitution on the Church
in the Modern World, #11).

What caught my attention in Fr. Rolheiser’s article
was how well he articulated this sense of how God
can be found and known in the common events and
actions of our daily lives. I think this is an important
reminder to us. And I hope those I've talked to,
either in confession or in passing, might be reassured
that even though they may not be setting aside as
much time as they would like, or think they should,

for prayer, God can be known - even in the busyness

of life.

“Work, like prayer,” Fr. Rolheiser writes, “is a
privileged way to get to know God because, when we
work, we are toiling in partnership with Him.”

So, if you are living durlng a season in your life when
you do not have as much time for quiet prayer as you
would like, I encourage you to see God’s presence in

the work you are doing, and in the everyday activities
of your life. Let us thank God for this privileged way

he comes to us - in our work.
